Tasting Notes:

Aged in 69% new oak, it is deep purple in colour, the bouquet
smoulders with black fruit aromas and earthy overtones. The
palate is masculine, deeply textured with black cherry, cassis and
a hint of clove. The tannins are firm but ripe and envelope the
palate, there are exotic spice characteristics and the finish is long
and lingering.

Vinification Fermentation takes place in stainless steel vats, after which the wine will spend 22
months, in 69% new oak barrels before being bottled unfiltered.
