A detailed geological survey
in 2003 revealed the forest was planted on a croupe of compact
gravel, perfect for Cabernet Sauvignon.

Tasting Notes:

Dark purplish-red colour. The complex nose is underpinned by
ripe, crunchy fruit and spicy notes. Starts out straightforward on
the palate with plenty of tannin and no aggressiveness whatsoever.
The wine is wonderfully concentrated, with crunchy fruit aromas bottle image coming soon
once again coming to the fore. The freshness contributes
elegance, precision, and complexity, culminating in an
impressively long finish.
