HOUSE & TOWNEND

This domaine was one of the first to practise organic viticulture - no herbicides,
insecticides or any other chemical. It is also famed for using all 13 permitted grape
varieties in its final blend with the Mourvédre variety being the most important, often
accounting for a third of the final blend. The vinification process is rather
interesting in that when the grapes arrive at the winery they are heated rapidly in
order to extract colour and aroma whilst also killing bacteria. Maturation is in large
oak foudres and the wine is bottled with a light fining but without filtration.
